Greetings, 

It’s great to be back at the start of the new term!  We have a number of 
new children who have started at Pyes Pa this week.  I would like to 
warmly welcome these children and their families to our school.  I am sure 
you will enjoy being part of the school and the wider community. 

As well as meeting NZ Curriculum requirements, each year we are 
required to set specific targets relating to student achievement.  For 2010, 
we have set two specific targets as follows: 

1. Analysis of 2009 end of year reading data shows that 86% of students 
at Pyes Pa School are reading at or above their chronological age level.  
Our target for 2010 is to raise the reading levels of children currently 
reading below their chronological age.  We are aiming to have 95% of 
students reading at or above their chronological age level by December 
2010. 

2.  Analysis of 2009 end of year data shows that 27% of Year 4-8 students 
have number knowledge at or above the appropriate stage for their 
Year level.  Our target for 2010 is to improve number knowledge of 
Year 4-8 students currently achieving below expectation.  We are 
aiming to have 75% of Year 4-8 students at or above the appropriate 
stage for their Year level by December 2010. 

If you are not sure where your child is at with respect to these targets, 
please contact your child’s teacher.  The teacher will be able to provide 
information on what they are doing to assist your child in raising his/her 
level of achievement and will also provide information on what you can do 
at home to help.
