We have two staffing changes coming up in Term 3.  Many of you will be aware 
that Heidi Pink in Room 3 is pregnant and expecting another little treasure.  
Heidi anticipates that she will continue teaching until mid-Term 3, finishing 
sometime in August.   At that point in time, Ann Bakker, who currently job 
shares with Heidi, will take over teaching the class fulltime.

We have been fortunate to have this space to use 
and so keep overall class numbers down.  It is likely the new room will not be 
up and running until very late this year at the earliest and more likely from the 
start of 2011. 

I think everyone at school – staff and students – is looking forward to the term 
break after what has been a long term.  I would like to wish you all a restful 
and happy break.  We look forward to seeing the children back on Monday 19th 
July.
