| also wanted to take this opportunity to share with you how the PTA have been working
with the School Staff to plan how we best use the funds raised over the past year.

So far this year the PTA has provided an annual contribution to each classroom to
purchase much needed resources for individual classes. The PTA also helps with keeping
down the costs of school camps by contributing approx $250 to each camp, making it
affordable for families and ensuring all Pyes Pa children get a chance to learn leadership
and team work skills.

With a school-wide emphasis on literacy, the PTA has been purchased $2,000 of new
library books and $1,500 of new reading resources for classrooms. It is worth noting that
the government only provides $500 funding for reading material for the "whole school"
each year so these purchases have been very significant.

On a lighter note, the children have been enjoying a new Jump Jam CD purchased this

The reason the PTA has not approved any further spending of funds is because we may
need to help with two large projects that the School is currently working on.
