Children at all levels of the school from New Entrants to Year
Eight are involved in KRSA events during the year.

Finally, many of you will be aware that late last week a Tauriko student on the
way to school was approached by a stranger who tried to get the child into his
car. Fortunately, the boy reacted very positively and remained safe. This
incident is a timely reminder that between home and school there can be
potential for children to be at risk. Please have a quiet talk with your child,
reminding him/her of ‘stranger danger’ and how to keep safe.
