Cork grows on trees

When the cork oak is Twenty years
old you can peel big slabs of its
outside bark. The cork grows back
after ten or eleven years after it was
peeled off. Cork is good for cork
boxes and it is good for cork boards
and black boards. It also good for
fishing rods handles and fishing net
floats. It can be used inside soft balls
and cricket ball
easily, so the cork oaks bark helps
protect it from forest fires. Cork can
squeeze in tight to fit into the neck of
a container to seal it. It can also be
used on the Kkeys of musical
instruments, and on the soles of shoes
and sandals. The grow best in Spain
and south of France.

We like cork oak trees!
