Thanks also need to go to The Western Bay Energy for Education Trust
(WBEET) which was established by our local Principal’s Association and
Trustpower to help finance initiatives that support the education of students in
the Western Bay of Plenty. The trust subsidised transport to Young Leaders Day
for approximately 400 students from our region, including our own students.
This reduced the actual cost from $15 per student to $4 per student. We want
to thank the Western Bay Energy for Education Trust for this fantastic support
for the children at Pyes Pa School.
