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This months meeting was a bit nostalgic for Adrian Claydon and I as we step off the
BOT. We leave the Board in the experienced hands with Tina Kennedy, Maria
Meehan, Sue Walmsley, Keith Thompson and of course Brendan Clarkin providing
continuity. We send a big welcome to the newly appointed Jeanette Maclennan and
Greg Wilson who will bring fresh ideas & energy.

Highlights from this months meeting include a strengthening of our schools financial
position. This results from steady growth in the school role and prudent management
of the budget.

The school Charter has been updated and includes an expanded school vision taken
from the community survey response of what we as parents want from our school.
This will be available from the Office if you would like to look at it. We heard our
staff have made good progress on the implementation of the new National Standards
and will be in a position to report back to parents later this year.

The BOT is looking to fund additional resources to achieve further gains in reading
for our students these include giving students more “reading mileage” and the
purchase of some effective learning tools. Parents will also be encouraged to get
behind these projects to lift the level of reading in our school. Student achievement
is followed closely by the BOT to ensure that we are targeting our resources
effectively and that students are progressing as they should.

We are about to enter the next 5 year period for Property Maintenance when the
BOT have to produce a plan of proposed projects that need to take priority. Whilst
the funding from the Ministry of Education has increased so too have the costs of
keeping buildings and equipment in good repair so it is always an important task for
the BOT.

Next month you will be hearing from the new BOT I wish them all the best and thank
them for taking on this important task.
