Téna Koutou, parents, families and whanau,
School History

On Tuesday | had the pleasure of meeting Mr Davison who became the principal of
Pyes Pa Schoolin 1970. In our archived files | was able to find documentation relating
to his time at the school and | enjoyed listening to him recounting some of his
experiences. Some interesting points to note were that the school had a roll of 112
in 1970. In addition to his role as Principal he taught a class of 34 students. His wife
would drive the bus in the morning so he could prep for class and he would then drive
in the afternoon. His three children attended the school before he moved to
Greenpark School as the Principal. At the time the family made the choice to move
because it was closer to his family home. Greenpark at the time had a smaller number
of students. We discussed pay during his visit and he chuckled and said he could
remember one of his students leaving to work at the dairy factory, when the student
returned one afternoon he was able to proudly boast that his starting wage was more
than that of his former Principal.
