There are a number of property improvements that the Board continue to work on and we are expecting 

the refurbishment of Rooms 3 and 4 in the April School holidays in addition to the Ministry of Education 

Capital Works project which will see our main administration block re clad in addition to weather 

tightness issues with our library being remedied. These works are also due to take place at the same 

time to minimize disruption to the school. 

 

School Road frontage; 

The Board of Trustees continues to work with NZTA and Westlink around safety solutions in front of 

the school. We appreciate that picking up students in the afternoon is particularly problematic. On a 

positive note we have funding approval for the next step. Currently the design team are working on a 

plan that will create additional parking spaces and also allow for a pick up and drop off zone. In the 

interim we appreciate the courtesy and patience that people continue to display.
